Bluetooth Functionality Descriptions:

Mono Headset (HSP) - Supports use of a headset for mono (not stereo) voice (not high fidelity audio).

Stereo Headset (A2DP) - Supports use of a stereo headset device for stereo audio.

Handsfree Kit (HFP) - Similar to headset, but applies to Bluetooth devices that are installed somewhere (e.g.car,
conference room).

Dial Up Networking (DUN) 1XRTT - Allows Bluetooth device to be used as a data modem by another devices, such as a
laptop or PDA, over the Verizon Wireless 1xRTT data network, providing typical downlink speeds of 60-80 Kbps.

Dial Up Networking (DUN) EVDO - Allows Bluetooth device to be used as a data modem by another devices, such as a
